Background

In 1912 the Serbian Singing Association was
founded in Sombor (then Austro-Hungarian
Empire) and in only two years it managed to
organize a massive choral event and choral
competition performance in 1914 with 1,500
singers.

In the 1920s it was renamed into South-Slavic
Singing Association and had a highly
important role in music life between the two
World Wars. The WWII interrupted and ended
its activity.

At the beginning of the 21 st century there
were several attempts to register and unite
Serbian choirs but without significant results.
In May 2017 the First Assembly of the SCA
was held in Sombor - the historical chair

of choral association - with the presence

of 60 conductors from Serbia and abroad.
Foundations were set for future work and
choirs in the country registered.

Serbian Choral Association today has
membership of around 140 choirs.

The University of Warsaw Choir was founded
in 1921. Since its inception, the ensemble has
been gathering students and graduates of
the University of Warsaw and other Warsaw
universities. The choir’s repertoire includes

a cappella music of various eras, from the
Renaissance to contemporary pieces: classical,
traditional folk and popular music, as well as
great vocal and instrumental forms, including
both Requiem masses by G. Verdi and W.A.
Mozart, Carmina Burana by C. Orff, Symphony
No. 9 by L. van Beethoven, oratorio Elijah by
Mendelssohn, Mass in B minor by J.S. Bach

or All-Night Vigil by S. Rachmaninoff. Larger
pieces of popular music in recent years
consisted mainly of film music by Wojciech
Kilar, Hans Zimmer and from classic Disney
animations.

projects, such as the international UW Spring
of Choirs Festival organized since 2015 at
the University of Warsaw, or annual oratorio
concerts, as well as cooperation with other
Polish and international institutions. From
2014 to 2016, the Choir took part in the
Singing Europe festival organized by the
National Forum of Music in cooperation

with maestro Paul McCreesh. The Choir also
performed national anthems at the opening
ceremony of EURO 2012 at the National
Stadium in Warsaw and recorded all the vocals
for anthems played before the matches (also
in 2016). The ensemble recorded music for the
animated film Switez, participated in social
campaigns and numerous charity events and
artistic happenings.

The Choir has been repeatedly appreciated by
jurors of competitions in Poland (Grand Prix
and the Ruby Lute at Legnica Cantat festival,
2011, Grand Prix of the Vivat Academia
festival, 2015, gold diplomas of the Festival
of Advent and Christmas Songs, 2015 and the
7th Ars Liturgica National Competition, 2016)
and abroad (award at the International Choir
Festival in Ni$, Serbia, 2012, Bronze Medal

at the 10th International Choir Festival in
Busan, South Korea, 2014, Grand Prix of the
IFAS Festival 2018 in Pardubice (and 4 other
awards in various categories), Czech Republic.
In 2019, the ensemble won the Grand Prix of
the F. Nowowiejski Festival in Barczewo (as
well as the Golden Diploma and two special
awards) and the Grand Prix of The Singing
World Festival in St. Petersburg (along with
three first prizes).

In Zrenjanin, known as the city of choirs and a
city with a rich choir tradition - the male choir
of the Choral Society “Prepodobni Rafailo
Banatski” has been successfully working for
almost two decades. In 1997, the members of
the Choral society established “The Spiritual-
missionary Centre” which gathers people of
wide educational backgrounds and interests
with a main goal, to educate children (and
grownups who are willing to learn) and to
enrich their upbringing in a spirit of culture,
spirituality and tradition of our nation and
church. In 2005 they formed a children’s choir.
At a certain point in time, when both a female
and a male choir existed in the Society,
naturally the idea of creating a Mixed choir
St. Rafailo of Banat emerged.

concept to implementation was not long, so
the Mixed choir soon started singing in festive
liturgies. Soon new singers were joining the
choir, who previously sang in other Zrenjanin’s
notable choirs, such as “Josif Marinkovi¢”

and “Koca Kolarov”. For them and for others,
there seemed to be a lack of a certain type of
choral singing in Zrenjanin, which could have
been heard only 30 years before. Beside the
compulsory singing in liturgies, the ensemble
has also achieved great success in concert
halls.

The
high professional level and creativity of this
ensemble have inspired many composers to
dedicate their works to them, so as a result,
in 52 years of its existence the choir has

had more than 200 premiere performances.
Collegium musicum took part in many
important cultural events in our country
